If you have a FLEX-1500, to get a better centered Panadapter display, set the DDS IF between 5K and 150 Hz for USB modes and -5kHz to -150 Hz for LSB modes. Turn Spur Reduction OFF and use the 0.5x Zoom setting. Then use the Zoom slider for fine centering. I use a 4K DDS IF with the FLEX-1500

There is always some "DC Noise" at the DDS IF frequency. If the DDS IF is in your RX passband, you will hear it in recovered audio. Depending how your filters are set, being at 0 Hz, this noise is probably leaking in.

The DDS IF is the audio frequency the RF is mixed down to for the audio frequency A/D converters to digitize the I/Q signal components.

9 KHz was selected because most modes do not exceed 9 KHz of bandwidth on either side of the center frequency, so the DC noise would be clear of the RX passband no matter if you are operating USB, LSB or double sideband modes like AM.

One downside to using a +4KHz DDS IF is that if someone is transmitting LSB that is wider than 4K, you will hear the DC noise. That is why you use a negative DDS IF for LSB to move the DC noise to the right of the VFO frequency.

Jason,

I typically run my FLEX-1500 IF at 100 Hz and SR off. That lets AM still

work. 0 Hz will put an AM carrier at the DC notch unless you tune it

slightly off frequency. The other setting I frequently use is 4000 so you

can go upper or lower SSB without it crossing DC. I suggested -12000 to one

customer who wanted more panadapter up frequency.

The bottom line is that the IF frequency is arbitrary. However, moving

slightly away from 0 Hz is beneficial for noise reasons in some instances.

What I did was move the offset to 0 on the 1500 at the start and then 

followed suit on the 5000 where I am sampling at 96Khz and the 9k offset 

isn't such a big deal. It's on the 5000 that I noticed it. And while the 

9Khz offset is more noticeable on the 1500 with the 48Khz sample rate, I 

am going to go back to 9Khz for the offset and I will just live with it. :)

As much as I like the spectrum width to be equal on either side, I like 

idea of noise creeping into my RX passband even less!!! :)
